e  Semesters 5 & 6—Students may take PHYS

201 & 202 in place of PHYS 101 & 102.
These should be taken during Semesters 4 &
5, adjusting General Education Courses
appropriately.

e  Semester 6 Landmark—Students should

take PLT and Praxis Il during this semester.

e Semesters 7 & 8—Year-Long Residency. The

general science program participates in a
year-long residency model. This model
enables teacher candidates to spend a year
in the same classroom with the same
students and cooperating teacher. This
model has proven to deepen the
professional relationships within the school
as well provide teacher candidates with
more practical experiences over longer
periods to of time. Our candidates report
feeling more effective and confident during
their first year of teaching.
