eSemesters 7 & 8—VYear-Long Residency. All edu-
cation programs participate in the year- long
residency model. This model enables teacher
candidates to spend a year in the same class-
room, with the same cooperating teacher.
During Semester 7 students will be in a public
school classroom 3 full days per week. During
semester 8, students will be in a public school
classroom 5 full days per week. Students should
not enroll in additional coursework during
residency.
